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‘Sell in One Hour’ Guide

Information Gathering

You need to ensure you have collated all the information you require in order to setup your shop.
Here's a quick checklist:-

o List of pages you want to include in your online shop. Some of these are already set for you
such as the product page, about us, terms and conditions etc. If you don't want to include
these pages you can simply delete them and replace them with preferred ones.

. Product Data you want to enter into your site such as pricing, images and copy.

o Page content: decide on the copy writing required for each page and ensure you ask a
friend or colleague to proof read the content for spelling and grammatical errors.

o Images including brand logo’s, products images, affiliate images such as sponsored or

partner logo’s, even video's or presentations if required.
Now you have all the information you require, you can begin building your store.
1. Step 1 - Choose your Web Store Design

There are eight new web template designs to choose from. Pick one you think will suit your site
along with a colour scheme. You can change your template and colour scheme at any time and
view the design by clicking the View my Site’ button at the top of the right hand page. Please note
that if you site does not display correctly, press Ctrl and F5 on your keyboard.

Your shop logo can be attached here. This will be displayed on each page of your site depending
on which template you choose.

You can choose which page you want visitors to land on by going to:- settings/site display/my
homepage. Select from the drop down menu which landing page you would like and save
settings. *You can do this at a later date once all pages have been set.

2. Step 2 - Manage Products

The store is already set up with some example products for you to view, simply delete these by
clicking the delete button to the right hand side of each product.

With all your product data to hand, you can begin entering each item one by one. You can list
products in up to 3 department categories, assign product codes, amend VAT, provide multiple
options (i.e. a certain product may come in different colours at different prices) and enter keyword
(phrases) to improve listings with search engines. You can check out your competitor's paid and
natural key words by visiting Keywordspy.

Once all product data has been entered you can move onto to step three. Feel free to come back
to this section anytime to amend, add or delete products.

3. Step 3 - Additional Content

Shopcreator allow you to have as many information pages as you require. Simply click ‘Add a new
page’and enter the desired content. Some additional info pages that you may want to add could
be:-

¢ News and Events

o Gallery

e Partners

e FAQ (frequently asked questions)
e  Special Offers

e Services

Additional pages can add real value to your customers’ online experience whilst pages such as
FAQ can help cut down customer service and support queries via telephone and email.

Images and video's can be imported into these pages; however you will need to use external
websites. To import images, upload them to an online website such as: Elickr, Facebook or
Photobucket. Once uploaded, click the image icon and enter the web location of the image. To
view the image location, right click on the uploaded image and view ‘properties’.

To import a video, you will need to upload your video onto YouTube. Once uploaded, copy the
‘embed’ information to the right of the video and paste into the html section of your content
page. You will not be able to see the video from the admin side but it should display when you
view your site in the browser.

4. Step 4 - Add Payment Details

PayPal is the sole payment service provider for Transact. If you have a PayPal account already,
simply enter the email address associated with the account. If you don't have an existing account,
click on the link below to set one up. It's that simple.

5. Step 5 - Set up Shipping

Shipping prices can be enabled and set for UK, Europe, USA and International. Simply enter the
shipping amount required, click ‘save prices’and finish setup’.

Domain Registration

We can host the domain by transferring it to us. We charge £25.00 + VAT per domain to do this. Once
we have control of the domain we will perform all of the necessary settings.

If your domain is registered with another company we recommend changing the cname record to
point your domain at Shopcreator. Most domain companies will have a control panel on their website
which will enable you to add the details below in order to point your domain at your website. If the
domain company does not have a control panel they will be able to perform the changes for you.

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Set the CName record to: hosting-service.Shopcreator.net

Once this change has been made, enter your domain into the admin section by going to: Settings/Site
Display/My Domain ‘Click here to manage my domain’. On the domain management page, enter the
domain to use at the bottom of the page and click ‘Update Domain’.

You can purchase a domain name directly from us using the same domain management page.
